A school tour is crucial for gauging the environment and culture. Schedule a visit to our campus for a

What to Look For During Your Visit

3. Facilities
Check the cleanliness, safety, and organization of the indoor and outdoor play spaces.

Ramon's Reminder!
Take notes on your phone right after each tour while everything is fresh. Snap a few photos of the spaces too!

4. Overall Atmosphere
Does the school feel joyful, inclusive, and welcoming? Trust your instincts as a parent.

2. Classroom Activities
Are children actively exploring and learning? Look for a balance of individual, small-group, and large-group activities.

1. Teacher-Child Interaction
Do the teachers engage warmly and actively with the children? Observe their methods and communication style.
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Questions to Ask During Your Visit
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What does a typical daily schedule look like?

How do teachers resolve conflicts between children?

What are the teacher-to-child ratios in the classrooms?

What is the procedure for illness, pickup, and drop-off?

How do you handle food allergies and dietary restrictions?

Is the preschool equipped to support children with special needs?

What professional development opportunities do teachers participate in?

How is student progress communicated (e.g., app, portfolio, parent-teacher conferences)?
